Jenny: 妹妹背著洋娃娃……
Lovely: Jenny! I'm sorry I'm late for today's broadcasting.
Jenny: Hey, you just interrupted me.
Lovely: Interrupt you? What were you just doing?
Jenny: I was singing a song which is quite popular on the Internet because it's negative lyrics.
Lovely: Negative style's song? Doesn't that just what we're going to introduce to our audience today? 
Jenny: You're right. Now, Let's not waste our time on chatting. Let's begin our show, Five-minute English.
Lovely: Okay. First, I would like to introduce myself. My name is Lovely. And she's Jenny. Today we're going to talk about the forbidden songs.
Jenny: Lovely, how much do you know about songs that make people sorrow or even suicide?

Jenny: I agree with you. Do you know that the version we've heard of Gloomy Sunday is actually rewritten by others? The original version has already been destroyed by local government. 
Lovely: What?!  Are you serious?
Jenny: Yes, I am. Not only Gloomy Sunday's music book has lost, but also some other famous dark style song's original score have disappeared.
Lovely: Can you give me some examples?
Jenny: Sure I can. Deliver Me and The Thirteenth Eyes both had the same problem.
Lovely: Oh! I know them! I have seen a list of ten worldwide forbidden songs which was made by Chinese online users. I got nightmare after I listened to one of them...
Jenny: Would you like to tell us what are their names?
Lovely: Okay. They are Sister Carries The Doll,  Wedding Dress, Room of Angel, The Faker, No-one is there, Suicide is Painless, He Doesn't know, and the three songs you just said.
Jenny: Um... Sounds interesting, but this ranking is not official, right? 
Lovely: No, it's not. This ranking is a synthesized report of people's opinions from the Internet. These songs' lyrics are full of darkness and pain, and some composers died after they finished the songs. So they are also called“ Death Song.”
Helena: The writer of “He Doesn't Know”, C.K., died in 2008. “Gloomy Sunday”'s songwriter, Seress suicided in 1968 because he felt sorry to people who suicided after listening to his song. The composer of “A Faker” is a disable person who also died when he was only 20 years old. And the writer of “Wedding Dress” suicided after she wrote down the song to curse her ex boyfriend who betrayed her. 
Jenny: That sounds terrible. Seems like these songs are all ominous.
Lovely: I can't agree with you any more.
Jenny: I just remembered on thing. Actually, I have heard of Room of Angel in a movie before. Can you try to guess which movie is it? A. Silent Hill, B. Resident Evil, C. Terminator Salvation.
Lovely: I think the answer is A. Silent Hill.
Jenny: Wow. How did you get it? You're exactly right.
Lovely: Well, I guess it's because I'm a lucky person.
Jenny: Maybe. Now, let's back to our topic. Actually, I think the most terrible songs are Deliver me, The thirteenth eyes, and Gloomy Sunday which didn't only affect composers, but also affected listeners. Let's talk about Deliver me. It's a religion song, written by an American person, talking about repentance. In legend, thousands of people suicided because of it. And Gloomy Sunday caused the similar result. But Gloomy Sunday was written for the ending relationship of the song composer, Seress, and his girlfriend. It's more famous than Deliver me. 
Lovely: You really know a lot about them. And what about The Thirteenth eyes?
Jenny: It's a song created by an African aboriginal tribe. According to rumors, there were a tribe's people died abruptly after they heard this song, so government decided to prohibit singing or playing this song. But in 1991, one musician hided a piece of the song score, and tried to play it by himself--then he jumped down from a building. Also, The Thirteenth Eyes includes sounds of grinding disc. Experts said it make people feel uncomfortable and horrified.
Lovely: I felt a little bit scared now. Can we stop talking about this topic, please? 
Jenny: (laugh) So, that's all for today?
Lovely: Yes! Let's go watch a movie. My friend just send me two tickets for free...
